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I first met Ted Hoisington in the mid-1990s, and I quickly recognized his intelligence and uncanny ability to express even the most complex information technology (IT) concepts in clear, easily understandable terms. So, it was no surprise that I began recommending him to some of my academic colleagues who needed guest lectures on different aspects of IT.

Ted was immediately well received by the professors at UTA, and went from one-time speaking engagements about strategic planning or communications in the workplace to multiple-visit presentations discussing IT in local government as part of our Certified Public Managers program. 

In 2006, I asked Ted to help a group of faculty who where revising the curriculum for the Masters of Public Administration program. I knew his extensive work with the National Association of Regional Councils combined with his breadth of IT knowledge would be a perfect fit.

The group was so impressed with Ted’s expertise that Director for the Center of the Center for International Research, Education and Development invited him to represent the university and deliver a short course in Serbia on IT in the government bureaucracy. That program’s success led to a return invitation form the Serbian government the following year.

Even as technology has changed over the years, Ted’s knowledge of the industry and ability to see the big picture and explain it in “layman’s terms” are still his strongest attributes. And to this day, I still recommend him as a lecturer, a consultant and a friend.
